When she came here,
we felt quite good. All facilities are provided to children
here. Beside food and stay, a lot of attention is given to their
studies as well.

When my daughter came to Rainbow Home, she didn't
know anything. After coming here, she learned to read and
write. Along with studies, other activities are also conducted
from time to time. Today my daughter studies in class 5".
During the lockdown, the children were sent back to their
homes. Similarly, Joita also came to her home. Since then,
she is with us. Rainbow Home enrolled all such students to
schools so that there is no loss to their studies. Joita was also
admitted to a government school near our home. Rainbow
Home provides for her tuition fees and ration for us every
three months. When a medical camp is organized in Sealdah
Rainbow Home, all the children are called. Such camp is only
for children. Even after leaving Rainbow Home, we have been
getting the benefits of all the facilities provided by Rainbow
Home. Whenever we are called to Rainbow Home meetings,
we definitely participate. Seeing our daughter studying, we
have a hope that she will do something good in her life. We
dream that she lives a life full of dignity and respect.
